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Chapter 4 Securement of Construction Expertise
(Construction Companies’ Obligations relating to th e Securement of Construction
Expertise)
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Article 25-27 Construction companies must endeavor to nurture and retain construction
workers and technicians and maintain their own construction expertise.
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2 Construction companies must endeavor to take measures in an effective manner to
ensure that their workers are paid appropriate salaries based on fair evaluation of their
knowledge, skills and other capabilities and that workers are otherwise appropriately
treated.
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3 People who work in construction works must endeavor to enhance their knowledge,
expertise or skills required to execute construction works properly.
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4 To facilitate efforts that are made in accordance with the requirement specified in
Paragraph 3 above, the Minister of Land, Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism shall, as
necessary, make sure that training courses and surveys are conducted, informative
materials are provided and other actions are taken.
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(Measures Necessary to Ensure Proper Execution of C  onstruction Works)

Article 25-28 Companies licensed as Special Construction Companies must endeavor
to take necessary measures to develop information systems for managing the execution
of construction works and to utilize ICT necessary to otherwise ensure proper execution
of construction works.
